SECOND GRADE CLASSROOM INFORMATION
Agenda/Yellow Folder:
The yellow folder (located in student binders) is used to transport important papers between school and home.  Please check it daily. These folders must be kept in the binders and returned to school every day.

Agendas:

Students are responsible for copying down homework assignments and test dates in their agendas. Tests are always announced a week in advance to provide your child with ample time to study. Often times, important information may be conveyed to you through your child’s agenda, so please check and initial it daily. 
Snack:

Please send a healthy mid-morning snack for your child each day (fruit, crackers, veggies, pretzels, rice cakes, granola bars, yogurt, etc.). The only drink permitted for snack is water.  Water bottles with spill-proof lids are always permitted and encouraged in the classroom.  

Media Center:

Students are allowed and encouraged to visit the Media Center independently during the week.  Homeroom teachers will issue media passes to second graders depending on individual class room schedules.  In order to receive permission to go to the media center independently, students must have completed all assignments and behave appropriately in the media center and hallways at all times.  Media Center trips may be limited or revoked due to repeated, unacceptable behavior.

Clinic:
Any child requesting to visit the clinic will be sent at the teacher’s discretion.  Minor cuts and scrapes will be handled in the classroom.  In the event that your child is ill or sustains a serious injury, s/he will be given a pass and sent to the clinic immediately.  All head injuries, regardless of how minor, will always be inspected by the nurse.  
BEHAVIOR EXPECTATIONS

PBIS – New Prospect - provides school-wide accountability to establish clear, and consistent expectations for students, staff, and parents, so we can establish a positive school culture.

· Positive Behavior Support is a process for teaching children appropriate behavior and providing the supports necessary to sustain that behavior.
· PBIS is not a curriculum - it is a framework for systems to identify needs, develop strategies, and evaluate practice toward success
· “Positive and sustained school climate is associated with and/or predictive of positive youth development, effective risk prevention and health promotion efforts, student learning and academic achievement, increased student graduation rates, and teacher retention” (Center for Social and Emotional Education)
· “Strong school cultures have better motivated teachers. Highly motivated teachers have greater success in terms of student performance and student outcomes” (MacNeil, Prater, & Busch, 2009)
Classroom Behavior Monitor
In addition to the new PBIS policies at New Prospect, second grade will be using www.classdojo.com to track and communicate student behavior.  Your child may earn and/or lose points during the day in all classes.  Please check the website daily for behavior information about your child.  You will need your Class dojo code to access information.  Please see your child’s homeroom teacher if you need an access code.
SCHOOL POLICIES

Birthdays & Lunch Visitors:
Children are permitted to bring special treats for their birthday.  However, please consult your child’s homeroom teacher for student food allergies.  Any cakes or cookie cakes sent in need to be pre-sliced.  Please contact your child’s homeroom teacher to arrange the drop off of birthday treats. Also keep in mind that no personal party invitations may be distributed at school, including birthday invitations.  If you join your child for lunch, please remember that fast food is not permitted in the cafeteria per Fulton County policy.

Classroom Parties:
Two class parties will be held during the year: Winter Break and End of the Year. There are no parties for Valentine’s Day (cards can be passed out), Halloween (no costumes), birthdays, etc. 

Textbooks:

Students and their families are responsible for lost or damaged textbooks. If a book has been lost or damaged, school administration will need to be consulted for replacement cost. Replacement books are not issued until fees have been paid.  Second sets of textbooks cannot be granted for home use. 
Visitors & Volunteers:

All visitors must sign-in at the front office and receive a visitor’s pass.  Anyone seen in the building without a pass will be asked to visit the office for one. If you plan to volunteer with our students in any capacity whether it’s through the school day, during a field trip, or at an after school program, the State of Georgia requires you to complete “Mandatory Reporter Training” online prior to volunteering. 
Attendance:

When your child leaves early or is absent, please email the homeroom teacher or send a hand written note. Try to limit absences and early dismissals as much as possible. Students are expected to complete all classroom assignments missed due to absences. For a scheduled absence of consecutive days, you must notify your child’s teacher in writing in advance.  You must also obtain prior approval from Mrs. Robson, our Principal.  

Money
Any money sent in to the school must be clearly labeled with your child’s name, who/what the money is for, and your child’s teacher’s name.   Teachers are not allowed to store money in their classrooms.  If your child brings in money for something, s/he is responsible for taking the money to the proper recipient (cafeteria, office, PTA, etc.).
